Curriculum Information

Summer Term 2022 
Welcome to the final term of this year. We hope that you enjoyed the Easter break and were able to spend time enjoying the wonderful weather.
Here is a brief summary of what the children will be learning about in each subject this term. 
English 
During this term the children will be continuing to learn about a range of genres with Mrs Sparks, including poetry, non - fiction argument and debate and stories from faraway places.
The children will read and write list poems, including kennings. They will explore devices such as simile, alliteration and onomatopoeia. When doing poetry, they will study word classes: nouns, adjectives, verbs, and expanded noun phrases.
School uniform, detentions, mobile phones or screen time - there’s always an argument! The non- fiction work will lay the groundwork for effective argument and persuasion, written and spoken. Alongside this, we will look at grammar: cohesion, paragraphs, commas.

The children will read and write stories set in faraway places using Cloud Tea Monkeys and Mysterious Traveller. Study relative clauses and expanded noun phrases for concise writing.
Every week the children will have a Guided Reading session with Mrs Sparks. The session includes reading, discussion, vocabulary and comprehension of books or texts, levelled to the children’s reading ability. 
In addition, Mr Gosling will also teach standalone SPaG (Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar) where this term the children will be working on using different types of conjunctions and constructing sentences in different ways. They will also be continuing working on using a range punctuation accurately including commas, speech marks, apostrophes, bullet points and exclamation marks.
Children will also have a discrete spelling lesson each week with Mr Gosling to focus on patterns and explore new vocabulary. Spellings will be differentiated this term and the expectation is that if the children take time to learn them, they should get them all correct or nearly all correct.
Reading books from the library will start to be taken home. The children should be reading independently or to an adult every night. The children will have the opportunity to change their reading books almost every day as needed. We would like to see every child reading more this term and at least equivalent to 20 minutes every night. 
Mathematics

Mrs Sparks will start the term off by looking at the properties of shapes. This will then be followed by work on position and direction.
With Mr Gosling, the children will be continuing to work on their speed and accuracy using the four operations. We will also be working on adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing fractions as well as finding percentages. Pupils will also be introduced to ratio and proportion problems. As always, there will be an assessment phase towards the term’s end. As ever we look to thoroughly practise a skill before looking to apply and reason with it. Please look for and take the many opportunities there are to include “maths talk” in everyday situations in family life (cooking, shopping, pocket money etc) so that you help the children to instinctively see the maths that surrounds them in the world.
There will continue to be a strong focus on times tables this term. As I hope you will have seen from my email earlier this year, at the end of Year 4 there will be a time table screening test so it is very important the children know these.
Science – Miss Green
The children will start the term off looking at forces. This will include lots of investigations where the children can test out their own ideas and record results. They will be working on drawing conclusions basing these on their own results and scientific knowledge and thinking. Children will be encouraged to ask lots of questions to further their enquiry skills and formulating different ways to test these out for themselves. 
The second part of the term will be outside learning, investigating plants, animals and changes to living things. Children will be able to dissect and label flowers and understand more about the conditions needed to find different animals and minibeasts.

R.E – Mrs Sparks
This term, the class will continue to look at - Should believers give things up? They will ask the question did Jesus really do miracles and does prayer change things?
PSHE – Mrs Sparks
This term we are focussing on Health and Wellbeing. Year 4 will look at maintaining a balanced lifestyle; oral hygiene and dental care. They will learn about physical and emotional changes in puberty; external genitalia; personal hygiene routines. They will find out about medicines and household products; drugs common to everyday life. The Year 5 will discuss healthy sleep habits; sun safety; medicines; vaccinations, immunisations and allergies. They will look at personal identity: recognising individuality and different qualities; mental wellbeing. As well as this they will learn about keeping safe in different situations; including responding in emergencies: first aid and FGM.
Creative Curriculum (History and Geography) – Ms Crowther
In Geography we are learning and understanding key aspects of the water cycle. The children will be learning about condensation, evaporation, precipitation and transpiration. They will understand how the water cycle affects us and the impact of climate change on the water cycle.
Computing – Mr Gosling
Alongside our Geography work, the children will be using PowerPoint to create presentations on the Water Cycle. They will be experimenting with different designs, animations and transitions to ensure their presentation is engaging.
Art – Mrs Sparks
This term we will look at collage and 3D work.
Music – Ms. Steventon
We will be working on our Boomwhacker songs, trailing music of different eras, and building confidence in Performing. We will be continuing to study important composers and Musicians through the ages!
French – Ms Crowther
In French we will be reviewing how to say different pets/animals and how to respond to the question, "Do you have any pets?" with phrases such as, "I have a dog who is called Ernie."
We will be going on to learn different phrases for the weather and learning numbers up to 100.

P.E – Mrs Sparks
Please could you ensure that the children have their P.E. clothes in school on a Monday and Wednesday (outdoor PE). The children will need shorts and T shirts. Girls who wear tights will always need a pair of socks to change into for these sessions.
Club Sport on Wednesday - cricket. Athletics on Monday 
Homework

Homework is set on TEAMS. Please make sure that you take a look at the work that your child had been set each week and talk to them about expectations.

The children in Kites will now be set all their homework on a Monday and be given a week to complete this. This will typically involve one piece of maths, one piece of literacy, and spellings, however there may be some weeks where the teacher may decide to set Science or Topic work instead.

Every Monday, teachers will also highlight the expectation of daily reading, spelling practice and learning times tables. The following week, once the deadline has passed, each teacher will check the homework and provide feedback. Teachers will also be recognising those children who consistently produce homework to a high standard in class though praise and rewards such as stickers. Similarly, those children who consistently fail to complete homework may receive sanctions and be asked to complete it at break times. 

Spellings will also now be differentiated so that they are more closely matched with the ability of the pupil. The expectation is now that if pupils take the time to practise them, they should get all, or nearly all of them correct. Of course, we understand some pupils have a specific need in this area and will take this into account. Spellings are set on Thursdays with the children being tested the following Thursday. 

The children are expected to practise both their times tables and their spellings each week. The children are expected to read at home every day as part of their homework, preferably to an adult if possible who could check their understanding of vocabulary and comprehension.
